One Heart Ministry: Healing for Young Girls

The idea was to create a safe haven for young girls who have been hurt or disappointed by
the church, families and community in the past. Through counselling, discipleship, and supp
ortive community, for them to rediscover their worth, identity and learn to trust again. It
was doable until we decided to do an outreach to a school in Eshowe where we discovered
that the hole is so deep, sad and crazy. 60% of students we met are being abused (all kinds)
it is known and no one is doing anything about it. This outreach taught us that there are go
vernment structures (SAPS, DSD, Social works) allocated for this and they don’t work. That
is crazy. The whole team is drained, tired and overwhelmed. We need prayers.

That made us realize the need for the boys/male’s ministry we are launching this year. Ple
ase pray for that.
